
Open Letter to President of the People’s Republic of China Xi Jinping 
 
 

Date – 25 April, 2022 
 
We, 558 members of Myanmar civil society, strike committees, intellectuals, political parties, 
labor unions, and elected members of parliament write to express our overwhelming concern 
at the dramatically deteriorating state of China-Myanmar relations at the people to people level. 
This situation has been prompted by the moves of a growing number of Chinese government 
agencies and businesses to legitimize the genocidal military council that is now occupying our 
country and oppressing our people. We are seriously concerned that if this trend is not 
immediately reversed, that the relationship will be pulled into the ongoing people’s revolution, 
and that Chinese businesses and investments could be undermined as a result.  
 
We want to see the continuation of a robust friendship between the people of China and 
Myanmar, and fortunately see a pathway whereby which this is possible. We call on China to 
take the following actions immediately to restore the traditional friendship between our 
countries: 
 
(1) Immediately resume people to people exchanges at all levels with civil society, and with  
the many people’s associations that have overwhelmingly rejected military rule. Such 
engagements will build a strong foundation for the future of the China-Myanmar Friendship.  
 
(2) Initiate high level dialogue between the Chinese government and Myanmar’s National 
Unity Government. The NUG is the legitimate interim government of the Republic of the 
Union of Myanmar, and represents the people of our country.  
 
(3) Immediately resume Party to Party discussions with the National League for Democracy, 
the Shan Nationalities League for Democracy, and other Myanmar political parties. These 
relations represent critical aspects of the political relationship between our countries.  
 
(4) Stop all new business initiatives with the illegitimate military regime. The people of 
Myanmar are deeply angered to see new projects move ahead without consultation with the 
people — something that the Myanmar army can never facilitate. We deeply fear that any new 
projects by any country will be targeted by PDFs, and that this will cause serious losses for 
China. Instead, we welcome China to become a key player in Myanmar’s post-war construction 
once the army returns to where it should be, the barracks, and once our people’s government 
is restored. We further welcome China to consider how the Belt and Road Initiative can 
contribute  to the restoration of a legitimate government in our country.  
 
(5) Stop all aid, grants and other benefits to the military. None of this assistance stands a chance 
of reaching our people. Instead, it will be weaponized against the people, making China an 
accomplice to the military’s war crimes. Instead, we welcome China to continue supporting 
the Northern EAOs who are a part of our revolution.  



 
(6) Stop wasting resources on a fraudulent military led “peace process.” The military has no 
interest in peace as evidenced by 70 years of oppression and attacks on our people. China 
should instead direct these resources to a much more productive dialogue currently taking place 
involving members of the opposition to the military. This dialogue is called the National Unity 
Consultative Council, and is made up of the NUG, representatives of civil society, strike 
committees, political parties, ethnic nationalities constituencies, EAOs, and other key 
constituencies.  
 
(7) End high level interactions that given undue legitimacy and recognition to an illegal military 
regime; the Myanmar army toppled our government violently in February of 2021, and 
continues an ongoing military campaign against the Myanmar people. It is not, and will never 
be accepted as a legitimate government. By inviting Wunna Maung Lwin to China and 
referring to him as HE Wang Yi’s “counterpart”, China is giving legitimacy to a genocidal 
regime and is angering and harming our people. The Myanmar people hold HE Wang Yi in 
high regard, and find it completely inappropriate and even embarrassing that he would be 
referred to as a counterpart to Wunna Maung Lwin — who is the known representative of a 
terrorist organization and implicated in war crimes.  
 
Your excellency, as you know, China and Myanmar drink from the same river, and are deeply 
connected in every way. We as the people of Myanmar do want to foster friendly and 
cooperative relations with China and its people. We have for many decades struggled to end 
military oppression which brought only instability, lack of development, poverty and civil war. 
We in Myanmar have every right to have a government that enjoys support and consent of the 
people. We ask that China respect the people's decision, and end support for the genocidal 
Myanmar army. This will help bring a swift end to the crisis, and help a true restart of 
development and peace in our country.
